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1. Purpose / situation
The purpose of this report is to present to the Health and Safety Policy to the Quality, Safety and Improvement Committee for consideration, and approval.   
2. Background

The current version of the Health and Safety Policy was approved in March 2018 and a review date of March 2021 was assigned to the Policy. Review of the policy was delayed due to prioritisation of the response to Covid-19.

Consultation has taken place to ensure that the policy meets the needs of our stakeholders and the Trust.  The Health and Safety Policy went out for consultation on 12 April 2022 and no comments have been received. Both the Health and Safety Policy and the Equality Health Impact Assessment have had input from members of the Health and Safety Group and this was approved at the Health and Safety Group meeting in January.

There were minor amendments to the Health and Safety Policy to reflect changes in structures within the organisation, typographic errors and all amendments are detailed on page 2 of the policy.

The implementation of the Health and Safety Policy will be monitored through Health and Safety Group.

The primary source for dissemination of the Health and Safety Policy within the organisation will be via the intranet.  It will also be made available to the wider community and our partners via the internet site.  
3. Description/Assessment

The updated Health and Safety Policy replaces the existing policy following review and consultation.

The implementation of the Health and Safety Policy will be monitored through Health and Safety Group. The Health and Safety Group have a live work plan that is monitored quarterly and takes forward any actions that relate to Health and Safety. The policy will be reviewed in three years.
