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	Introduction:

The ARGENT project involves the Specialist Antimicrobial Chemotherapy Unit (SACU), Pathogen Genomics Unit (PENGU), the Welsh Antimicrobial Resistance Programme (WARP), the Welsh Healthcare Associated Infection Programme (WHAIP) and Health Protection. The study aims to develop a bacterial pathogen outbreak support service, providing molecular epidemiological data/mechanisms of resistance in key HCAI bacterial pathogens. The resultant service plans to inform strategies to combat the spread of HCAIs, including MDR pathogens, plus antimicrobial resistance surveillance in Wales 

ARGENT has initially focussed on bacterial pathogens associated with recent outbreaks in Welsh hospitals: OXA-23 carbapenemase producing Acinetobacter baumannii, Pseudomonas aeruginosa and Vancomycin Resistant Enterococci.  

To help us expand the potential of the typing service, we now need other species and clonal types to aid or understanding of the common clonal types in Wales. This will enable us to put results into context when analysing isolates during an outbreak.

We would be very grateful if you could send all organisms (except Coagulase-negative Staphylococci and anaerobes) isolated from BLOOD CULTURES.
