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Key points – Wales 
 

Surveillance indicators suggest that influenza and RSV are not currently circulating in Wales.  
During week 25 (ending 27/06/2021), one case of influenza was confirmed. COVID-19 cases continue to 
be detected in symptomatic patients in hospital and in the community, levels are lower than those seen 
early in 2021, but with increases in recent weeks. Rhinovirus remains the most commonly detected 
cause of non-COVID-19 Acute Respiratory Infection (ARI) but confirmed cases of parainfluenza (type 3) 
have increased significantly recently, particularly in children. There has been a greater diversity of 
causes of ARI in recent weeks. RSV did not circulate over the 2020-21 winter but there remains 
potential unusual RSV activity. Small numbers of confirmed cases of RSV in children aged under 5 
years have been reported in recent weeks, although activity remains below the seasonal threshold. 
 

 The Sentinel GP consultation rate for influenza-like illness (ILI) in Wales during week 24 (latest data 
available) was 0.3 consultations per 100,000 practice population (Table 1). This decreased compared to 
the previous week (0.7 consultations per 100,000) and remains well below baseline threshold for seasonal 
influenza activity (11.0 per 100,000 practice population) (Figure 1). Caution should be used when 
comparing consultation rates from March 2020 onwards to previous periods due to the changes in health-
seeking behaviours brought about by the COVID-19 pandemic. 
 

 The Sentinel GP consultation rate for Acute Respitatory Infections (ARI) was 85.5 per 100,00 practice 
population during week 24 (latest data available), this is a slight decrease compared to the previous week 
(87.3 per 100,000) (Table 2). Weekly consultations for Upper Respiratory Tract Infections and Lower 
Respiratory Tract Infections decreased compared to the previous week. The age-group specific 
consultation rate for ARI during week 24 was highest in under one year olds (977.8 per 100,000 practice 
population). In recent weeks ARI consultations have increased in children aged under 5 years. 

 

 The percentage of calls to NHS Direct Wales which were ‘influenza-related’ (cold/flu, cough, fever, 
headache and sore throat) during week 25 increased to 20.4% (Figure 8).   

 

 During week 25, 1,139 specimens received respiratory panel testing from hospital and non-sentinel GP 
patients with ARI. These results do not include samples tested solely for SARS-CoV2. There were three 
RSV, 143 rhinoviruses, 129 parainfluenza, 30 adenoviruses, eight enteroviruses and four seasonal 
coronaviruses detected in week 25 (Figure 4). Additionally, 3,839 samples from patients were tested for 
influenza, RSV and SARS-CoV2 only, many of these tests may be associated with screening activities 
rather than diagnostic testing for patients presenting with ARI symptoms. Of these 3,839 samples, one was 
positive for influenza, five were positive for RSV and 53 were positive for SARS-CoV2 (figure 5). Fifty-
seven respiratory specimens were tested from patients in intensive care units (ICU) and none were positive 
for influenza (Figure 6). For the latest COVID-19/ SARS-CoV2 surveillance data please see the PHW daily

 No surveillance samples from patients with ILI, collected by sentinel GPs during week 25, had been 
received by Public Health Wales Microbiology as at 30/06/2021.  

 

 The 2021-22 RSV season has not yet started, but there is potential to see an earlier start with higher 
seasonal levels of RSV than usual. Confirmed cases numbers are currently below the seasonal 
threshold, but have increased in the most recent week.  
 

 During week 25, 37 ARI outbreaks were reported to the Public Health Wales Health Protection team, all 
were reported as COVID-19 outbreaks. Twenty were in residential homes, six were in a school/nursery 
setting, two were in hospitals, and nine were in a community, mixed or other setting. 

 

 According to EuroMoMo analysis, all-cause deaths were not significantly in excess during week 24 (latest 
data). 

Current level of influenza activity: Baseline activity 
Influenza activity trend: Stable 
Confirmed influenza cases since 2020 week 40: 38 (10 influenza A(H3N2), 15 influenza A(not subtyped) and 13 
influenza B).

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Influenza activity – UK and international summary  

 As of week 24, the majority of community and syndromic indicators remained low in the UK. GP ILI 
consultations increased in Scotland to 0.5 per 100,000, well below the baseline intensity thresholds. The 
weekly ILI GP consultation rate in England reported through the RCGP system decreased to 0.3 per 
100,000, still well below the MEM threshold for baseline activity (12.2 per 100,000).  

 During week 24, none of the 2,599 respiratory test results reported through Public Health England’s 
DataMart scheme tested positive for influenza. UK summary data are available from the Public Health 
England National Influenza and COVID-19 Surveillance Report. 

 The WHO and the European Centre for Disease Prevention and Control (ECDC) reported that during 
weeks 21-24, influenza activity remained at inter-seasonal levels across the WHO European Region.

 The WHO reported on 21/06/2021 that globally, despite continued or even increased testing in some 
countries, influenza activity remained at lower levels than expected for this time of year. In the temperate 
zone of the northern hemisphere, influenza activity remained below baseline, though detections of 
influenza B-Victoria lineage slightly increased, especially in China. In the temperate zones of the southern 
hemisphere, influenza activity remained at inter-seasonal levels. In the Caribbean and Central American 
countries, there were very few influenza detections reported. In tropical South America, no influenza 
detections were reported. In tropical Africa, a few influenza detections were reported in some countries in 
Western and Eastern Africa. In Southern Asia, a few influenza detections were reported from Bangladesh, 
India, Nepal and Pakistan. In South East Asia, no influenza detections were reported. Worldwide, influenza 
B accounted for the majority of the very low numbers of detections reported. 

 Based on FluNet reporting (as of 18/06/2021), during the time period from 24/05/2021 – 06/06/2021, 
National Influenza Centres and other national influenza laboratories from 78 countries, areas or territories 
reported influenza surveillance data. The WHO Global Influenza Surveillance and Response System 
laboratories tested more than 228,646 specimens during that time period, 965 were positive for influenza 
viruses, of which 69 were typed as influenza A (of the subtyped influenza A viruses,24 were influenza 
A(H1N1)pdm09 and 19 were influenza A(H3N2) and 896 influenza B (of the characterised influenza B 
viruses two belonged to the B-Yamagata lineage and 830 to the B-Victoria lineage).

Australia and New Zealand update 
 In New Zealand, during the week ending 18/06/2021, the GP influenza-like illness activity (ILI) 

consultation rates have decreased slightly, and overall have been lower than the weekly rates seen at 
this time in 2020. There have been no influenza viruses detected this season to date, rhinovirus has 
been the most commonly detected virus, with the number of cases increasing weekly.

 In Australia, according to the latest available update (fortnight ending 20/06/2021), influenza-like 
illness (ILI) activity in the community remains at low levels, but has continued to gradually increase 
since January 2021. To date, the majority of nationally reported laboratory-confirmed influenza cases 
were influenza A (71.8%).

 The number of confirmed cases in Wales reported as at 01/07/2021 is 218,726, with 481 newly reported in 
the previous 24 hours. The cumulative number of suspected COVID-19 deaths in confirmed cases in 
hospitals and care homes reported to Public Health Wales is 5,575, with no new deaths reported in the 
previous 24 hours. The cumulative number of registered deaths in Welsh residents where COVID-19 was 
mentioned in the death certificate as at 2021 week 24 was 7,892. Latest COVID-19 data from Public Health

 The latest WHO Influenza at Human-Animal Interface summary (16/04/2021 to 21/05/2021) reports that no 
new cases of avian influenza A(H7N9) were reported. Since February 2013, a total of 1,568 laboratory-
confirmed cases of human infection with avian influenza A(H7N9), including at least 616 deaths, have been 
reported:

 The risk of international spread of avian influenza A(H7N9) is considered to be low at present. However, it 
is important that clinicians are aware of the possibility of human infection with animal influenza, in persons 
presenting with severe acute respiratory disease, while travelling or soon after returning from an area 
where avian influenza is a concern.
